The scholarships will be in an amount up to $1,327, which will include the general registration and up to four nights lodging not to exceed $166.76 ($145 per night plus $21.76 tax.)  (General registration includes admission to the welcome reception, the Monday through Thursday conference program, exhibits, the early bird sessions, 
Tuesday and Thursday luncheons and evening events, refreshment breaks, conference 
materials, participants list, a reserved copy of the proceedings on CD-ROM, and one supplemental training opportunity (choice of a workshop or field tour.)  

The scholarship recipients will be responsible for their own travel and per diem costs.  WAFSCM will be required to notify each scholarship recipient of their award, ensure they have the pertinent information to register, and that they attend the conference.   Recipients are responsible for their own registration and own hotel arrangements.  WAFSCM will reimburse the recipients for eligible expenses upon conclusion of the conference and submission of the WAFSCM Scholarship Reimbursement Form along with receipts.
